¶ Pleated Skirt: The 

pleated skirt has a fitted 

waistline with folds 

vertically from the waist 

to the hem creating a 

series on pleats. 

¶ Circle Skirt: The circle 

skirt is cut into a com-

plete circle. This style is 

fit at the waist, but very 

full at the bottom. 

¶ Godet Skirt: The 

Godet  skirt is fitted 

tight against the hip and 

flairs with triangle panel 

fitted into the bottom 

to create fullness at the 

hemline. 

¶ Wrap Skirt: The wrap
